· Advocating.  Maine ACEP has been advocating for emergency medicine since 1972.  Maine ACEP is your collective voice at the State House in Augusta.

· Diversity.  The Maine ACEP Board of Directors is a very diverse group of practicing emergency physicians which represent all practice settings and the full range of emergency medicine experience.  

· Current Issues.  Maine ACEP tracks a diverse group of issues and brings members together to address those facing emergency physicians.  You are free to explore the ones of interest to you including Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness, Domestic Violence, EMS Issues, Medical Liability, Safety Issues, such as seat belts and helmets, ED Crowding, Bed Availability at Psychiatric Facilities, Physician Reimbursement, Prescription Drug Abuse, Pandemic Flu Preparedness.

Maine ACEP testifies on a wide variety of issues critical to emergency medicine before the Maine State Legislature and stays connected with our Congressional Delegation in Washington where matters of importance to our specialty are often addressed. · ACEP Membership Criteria.  ACEP ‘s membership criteria was changed in 2005 to be more inclusive.   If a physician was employed as an emergency physician prior to January 1, 2000, regardless of board certification or residency training, that physician is eligible to join.  Otherwise, the College does require board certification and residency training.
