Next Meetings.  The group agreed to stream the March 2007 meeting.  The next meeting is Wednesday, September 6 at Slate’s Restaurant in Hallowell, Maine.  The group agreed to consider paying for half a hotel room for members north of Bangor when meetings are in Portland in order to help increase attendance from all over the state.  The board will discuss this at their next meeting.
