Welcome and Introductions.  Maine ACEP President Scott Kemmerer

Minutes.  Minutes from September meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report.  We will end 2010 with a slightly positive budget as well as one year’s operating expenses at national. We are doing well.
Maine ACEP Priorities.
Violence in the ED – Dr. Kemmerer researched the issue and the linkage for the existing crime needs to be redefined to include emergency department personnel.  The MMA is working on the bill draft.  Cloture is December 17.
Health InfoNet – Dr. Kemmerer noted the frustration of not being able to get a medicine list for Mental Health and HIV patients.  The MMA is drafting a bill to fix this.  We should connect with advocates on this and stay in touch with Andy and Gordon.
Prescription Drug Abuse Grant – We identified the five areas for the grant, including Augusta, Lewiston, Biddeford, Orono and Brunswick.  
POLST Update.  Dr. Crispo was sick so Dr. Kemmerer gave the update.  He noted that it needed to allow “natural death” and that no Maine hospital uses the form except the VA.  Training is offered – about 80 health professionals have been trained.  There is a training module for EMS.  Maine Hospice is home for the form.  This issue can be addresses further at the March meeting.
Updates.  
National ACEP – Charlie Pattavina noted that of particular significance to us was the passage of the resolution on violence in the ED (#34).  Also was a comprehensive rewording of the Ethics procedure.
State Legislative Update – The constitutional officers have been chosen.  Bill Schneider will be that next Attorney General and his number one priority is prescription drug abuse.
