Welcome and Introduction.   Mike Gibbs, MD, President, welcomed the large group and had everyone go around the room and do introductions.
Approval of Minutes.  The minutes from the September 12 meeting were approved as drafted.
Treasurer’s Election.  David Stuchiner was unanimously elected Treasurer.
Treasurer’s Report.  Dr. Stuchiner noted that we were in the black by over $1500 for 2007, which was up $3k from 2006 when we ended in the red.
9-1-1 Network.  Anna will sign up the following members as team captains:  Mike Gibbs, Scott Kemmerer, Sandy Stevens, Mike Halberg and Becky Chagrasulis.
EMRA Rep Update.  Michael Halberg, MD, talked about the fall ACEP meeting and thanked the group for including him.
Update on Priority Objectives.  The goal for the next two years is to concentrate on two main issues: Narcotics Misuse and Helmet Laws.  Narcotics Misuse:  The group agreed to creating a contact list of Regional DEA people, getting guidance from the AG on the rights of emergency clinicians, work with state ED directors to increase physician enrollment in the PMP, share pain management protocols, share epidemiologic information, develop educational material, direct nurses to the PMP and make the PMP interactive.  Maine ACEP should submit an article for the MMA newsletter on this.  Discussed difficulty of tracking six-packs.  Possible chapter grant for data collection.  The two week lag on the PMP is a problem.  Helmet Law:  We will propose law requiring helmets for those 18 and under.  Contact Stephanie Lash, incoming MMA president, on this.
EMS.  Matt Scholl noted that they are in the final stages of creating the online teaching tool for medical control.  They will publicize it when its ready.  They’ve done a lot of work on EMS protocols and will be speaking at Sugarloaf.  Discussion of national work on standardization of EMS education on cyanide/H2O.

Legislation.  Tamas Peredy talked about the Poison Control funding request in this upcoming session.

Dues.  President Gibbs noted that we are eating away at our surplus.  He proposed increasing the dues – either a modest increase and come back to it in a few years or a larger increase to get the job done.  Current dues are $160.  Gibbs proposed raising dues to $250.  Discussion was supportive and the proposal passed overwhelmingly.
