With the recent elections, the coalition we joined in 2005 to get tort reform has decided to concentrate on educational efforts and not legislative ones.  A primary seatbelt law has been introduced and we will support it.  We will also work with Dora Mills on her efforts for greater immunization and injury prevention.  Anna reviewed the results of the recent election.  She also reminded the group to sign up for Physician of the Day program at the Legislature.  Also, mark your calendars for Physician’s Day at the Legislature, which is March 29.
Contributions.  The group discussed having a policy on contributions.  We get asked periodically for them and don’t have any guidelines.  Recently, we were asked by the Coalition on Smoking or Health.  

DHHS Guidelines.  Scott Kemmerer, MD, noted that there are new guidelines from DHHS regarding boarding psych patients.  He is working with them on these and will update us.
